· Lack of Houston Square attractiveness (“centerpiece of Castroville);

· Overabundance of right-of-way to maintain;
· Lack of tourism and reasons for people to visit;
· Lack of hotels;

· Lack of economic development;

· Lack of parking;

· Poor aesthetics along Hwy. 90; and
· Lack of commercial businesses (professional, retail, medical, etc.);

· Lack of “buffer” and transition between commercial and residential areas; and
